 ADMISSION PROCEDURE
Getting Started:
1.
Attend an informational meeting. Check website, www.ccsf.edu/dmi for dates.

2.
Download the Information Packet and Application from the website.

3.
Review the required prerequisite courses. 

4.
Schedule and complete the 40 hours of volunteer service in a hospital radiology 
department. (See Information 
Packet and Application for details)
5.
Complete DMI 49 (Introduction to Radiologic Technology)

6.
Visit an academic counselor for questions regarding prerequisite and/or graduation requirement course 
equivalency.

7.
Complete any outstanding prerequisite courses.

Answers to Frequently Asked Questions:

1.
Applications are only accepted from September 1st – September 15th of each year.
2.
All prerequisites must be completed at the time the application is submitted.

3.
All required documents must be submitted with the application packet in one envelope. Documents submitted 
separately will not be accepted. 

4.
Official transcripts must be included in their original sealed envelope, including 
those for prerequisites completed 
at CCSF.   

5.
All prerequisite courses, with the exception of English, must have been completed within the past seven years. See 
application for cutoff date. 

6.
An overall grade point average of 2.5 is required for all prerequisite courses. 

7.
Four or more incidents of D, F, NC, and W grades within the past seven years may be cause for disqualification.

8.
Three or more inappropriate or incorrect responses to the Volunteer Objectives may be cause for disqualification. 
9.
The DMI Program is a full-time commitment, and is very difficult to balance with work or other obligations. 
10.
Submitting an application does not guarantee admission.

11.
Admission can be highly competitive.

12.
Only 12 – 15 students are admitted for each semester. 

13.
A random selection process may be used for admission of qualified candidates.

14.
Re-applicants will not receive admission priority.
