UNIFORM REQUIREMENTS AND PERSONAL HYGIENE
1. The uniform is worn in accordance with the school’s policies.  Failure to be appropriately dressed will result in being sent home with the loss of clinical hours which will affect your final grade.
2. Men and woman shall wear Uniform “scrubs.” 


All of uniforms will be either navy blue or white.  They can also be a combination 
of white top and blue pants.

3. The uniform must be clean, ironed, without missing buttons or fasteners, and free of spots.  Uniforms out of the dryer need to be ironed before wearing them to the clinical assignment.

4. Wear either regulation white nurse’s shoes that can be polished or white (with only minor colors on shoe) walking or running shoes.  Both the shoes and laces must be clean.  The shoes must have closed heels and toes.  No clogs or canvas tennis shoes of any kind are allowed.

5. Underwear must not be visible through the uniform or above the pant waist level.
6. If an undershirt is worn, it must be white.

7. The name badges (supplied by each hospital) must be worn on the chest at all times.  They must state “Student Radiographer”.  Name badges are required by law.

8. Daily personal hygiene must be maintained.  This includes the use of deodorant along with clean teeth, pleasant breath, and beard maintenance.

9. Hair must be clean, well groomed, and worn off the collar or tied back.  Beards must not be longer than ½ inch in length.

10. The only jewelry on the hand permitted is one ring.  One pair of post earrings may be worn and a wristwatch.  Earrings may not extend beyond the ear lobe.  No other jewelry is permitted to include any facial or tongue piercing.  Makeup should be subtle if used.  Fingernail polish should be clear or natural in color.  No artificial nails of any kind will be allowed.  Natural nails must be kept clean, trimmed, and no longer than the end of the finger.

11. A City College of San Francisco patch must be worn on the left shoulder of all uniforms and lab coats.  This patch is to be sewn on, not stapled or taped.
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
